Dear Community Education Instructor Applicant:

Thank you for your interest in teaching Community Education classes. We are a department of the Kerrville Independent School District in Kerrville, Texas.

Teaching a Community Education course is a great way to share your knowledge and skills with like-minded individuals of all ages. There is no minimum requirement or educational degree to be an instructor. All we expect is a passion for your subject and a level of professionalism that will reflect well on our community and school.

Here are some Frequently Asked Questions:

How long should my class be?

The best answer is “as long as it needs to be.” You can teach one session - for a quick introduction - or 12 sessions - better suited for in-depth topics and learning a language. We find most adults are comfortable making a commitment within that range.

How and when should I schedule my class?

We will send you a Class Planning Form each session. You select the days, dates, times. We’ll find a location. You will write a description of the course and a bio about yourself. You will also describe any supplies required for your class

How do I get paid?

Community Education teachers may select one of three ways to be paid:

1-Contract Labor - If you are NOT a school employee, you will submit an invoice for the services rendered. KISD will pay you as a vendor. You will be responsible for income tax and social security tax.

2-Salaried Employee - If you ARE a school employee, you will be paid via timesheet as a KISD employee. KISD will withhold income tax, retirement, and social security tax. 

3-Volunteer - You may choose to donate your services.

How much is the pay?

Our standard wage is $15 per hour, for time in class only (no planning time). Depending on your subject, we also can pay on a percentage basis or flat fee. Call our office to discuss this in more detail.

IMPORTANT! Community Education is a community service - not a way to make a living, run your business, or sell your products! We reserve the right to reject or modify any classes that do not fit our guidelines.

What if no one signs up for my class?

Sometimes that happens. If not enough students sign up to make the class “minimum” we cancel the class with no obligation on either party.

What forms do I have to fill out?

Instructor applicants must complete the following:

- Criminal History Record Information Request

- KSD Community Education Instructor Application
